You can request a Stalking and Harassment Order
through Reno or Sparks Justice Courts if you and the
adverse party are:

e Not closely related by blood or marriage,
divorced, parents of a shared child,
dating/used to date. (See next column for
further details m—).

e Examples of qualifying relationships
include, but are not limited to:

- neighbors, roommates, friends,
coworkers, acquaintances, strangers,
ex in-laws, your ex’s new partner,
your partners ex, your fiancé’s child.

- This includes siblings or cousins.

You can request a protection order if you and the
adverse party are:
e Closely related by blood or marriage (parent,
stepparent, child, grandmother/father, in-law)
- This does not include a sibling or
cousin, unless there is a custodial or
guardianship relationship established.
Married or registered domestic partners
Divorced or separated
Parents of a child in common
Dating or used to date
- Defined as “frequent, intimate
associations primarily characterized
by the expectation of affection or
sexual involvement.”
- This does not include a casual

relationship.
e  When the adverse party is a minor
